The Master Class Supply list:
We do not expect you to get everything on this list (see all items and provided links below). Certainly we would LIKE you to bring a good selection but that is not always an option.
Many of you will have most of what you need already.
 
If you are really starting from scratch the no frills list is:
Portable drawing board
Pencils and charcoal for sketching/figure drawing
Bond and newsprint for sketching (see below)
Canvas or high quality paper for finishes (see below)
Paints of your choice in the “basic” color set up (see below)
A decent assortment of brushes, #1,3,5,10 rounds (and some flats in similar sizes) and soft 1 1/2 -2 inch flat glazing brush.

All students must have a large clip drawing board or some other drawing board. We will be working at easels and horses and you and your supplies have to be able to move from studio to studio-you must have a good working surface that is easily portable or you will be totally frustrated.

Galkyd Painting Mediums (Lite, Slo-dry, and Medum#1)* Galkyd( light or medium) is highly recommended as an oil painting medium and glazing medium. Rebecca and Donato both use it in their techniques.

Brushes:
Soft hair brushes are best for glazing: they allow a smooth and
even layering of the color. Some of the best brushes for this application are ox
hair flats, sable and squirrel hair (mix). All are available from Pearl Paint, Utrecht
Art Supply, and Dick Blick ranging from 1/4" to 3" and sizes 0 to 20.  My preferred
workhorse brushes are the Masterstroke Sable Filberts from Dick Blick. Sable
watercolor brushes have the best tips for rendering fine details, sizes range from
000 and up. Rekab and Winsor&Newton produce a fine and inexpensive sable brush of this type.

Acyla –gouache, Acrylic:
Rebecca, Boris and Julie all do their under paintings in either acrylic or (holbien) acryla-gouache. If you would like to fully learn their techniques, please have a basic color kit in acrylics.
 
 
Water Color:
If you want to work in water color too, that is great.
Rebecca currently works in acryla-gouache and oil, her roots are in watercolor and she will be doing watercolor demos during the week should anyone want to take part.
 
Basic colors with the addition of Indian yellow, vermillion, Davy’s Gray, Payne’s Gray and Antwerp blue, and Chinese white.
To learn her watercolor technique you must have the Strathmore 500series plate bristol and artists tape to mask your edges.
 
 
ACCESSORIES:
 
Artists tape, Wax paper palette, watercolor pallets, maul stick, other preferred mediums, turpentine, acrylic, brushes, medium cups, paper towels.
 
If you have your own portable easel, you are welcome to bring it. No drawing tables please.
 
MOUNTING of DRAWINGS onto Masonite( Donato’s technique for finishes):
 
Acrylic Matte or Gloss Medium for mounting
Medium to large brush for spreading acrylic medium (any cheap 2-3” brush will do)
Masonite boards cut to size you wish to work - 18 x 24 up to 24 x 36 are good beginning sizes
Inking Brayer (roller), 6”+ recommended

What you will need to work in the Faculty techniques:

Donato Giancola:

Oil Paint, brushes, galkyd and oil mediums( turp, cobalt dryer)
Acrylic Matte or Gloss Medium for mounting
Medium to large brush for spreading acrylic medium (any cheap 2-3” brush will do)
Masonite boards cut to size you wish to work - 18 x 24 up to 24 x 36 are good beginning sizes
Inking Brayer (roller), 6”+ recommended

Rebecca Guay:

Brown or sepia and graphite or black pencil

Matte Medium

Arches 240 lb Hot Press water color paper, or Strathmoore 500 series plate bristol.

Water color or holbein acryla-gouache. 

Basic colors with the addition(if working in water color) of  windson newton Indian yellow, vermillion, Davy’s Gray, Payne’s Gray and Antwerp blue, and Chinese white.

Galkyd ( light or medium)

Oil paint.

Tape for masking edges

Getting your supplies to Amherst:
If you do not want to bring all of your supplies with you, or cannot, in the case of traveling by plane, you have two options.
You can order your supplies directly from the art supply store in town, Design Supply Studio
(Make sure to do this 3-4 weeks ahead of time just in case they have trouble getting anything), or you can ship your supplies straight from Dick Blick or your home to: The Ship N Post.
They will need you to fax ID ahead of time to them and there is a $3 per box receiving fee.
* Both places are about a 10-minute( 1/2-3/4 mile) walk from campus; so if you do not have a car, do not ship more stuff that you can carry in a backpack or large portfolio. Amherst has a bus service but no good taxi service.

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Travel Options and Directions to Amherst College:

By Air

The nearest airport is Bradley International Airport (Windsor Locks, CT) , which serves both Hartford, Connecticut, and Springfield, Massachusetts. Bradley is approximately an hour from campus; Logan Airport (Boston, MA) is two and a half hours from campus. Shuttle transportation from either airport to campus is available (see "Shuttle Services" below). If you're driving from Bradley, follow the Driving Directions.

Other airports within approximately two or two and a half hours from Amherst are Green Airport (Providence, RI), Manchester Airport (Manchester, NH) and Albany International Airport (Albany, NY).
By Bus

Peter Pan Bus Lines, in partnership with Greyhound, has regular service to Amherst. Call (800) 237-8747.

Within the Five College area, the Unversity of Massachusetts Transit System, in conjunction with the Pioneer Valley Transit Authority, offers a bus service between the Five Colleges and surrounding towns.

By Train

Amtrak has limited service to Amherst and extensive service to Springfield, Massachusetts, just 30 minutes from campus. If arriving in Springfield, transportation to campus is available through Peter Pan Bus Lines, (800) 237-8747, or by shuttle (see below).

BY CAR FROM EAST/WEST
Take Rt. 146 north/west to I-90 west Take I-90 (Mass Turnpike) to Exit 4 (I-91)  Take I-91 north to exit 19 (Rte. 9)  Take Rte. 9 east to Rte. 116 south  These roads intersect at a stoplight at the top of a hill. Most Amherst College buildings are in front of you and on your right; downtown Amherst is on your left.

BY CAR FROM NORTH/SOUTH
Take Rte. 2 east to I-91 south From Middlebury take Rte. 7 south to Rte. 103 south to I-91 south Take I-91 to exit 19 from south, or exit 20 from north (you'll be on Rte. 9 east)  Take Rt. 9 east to Rt. 116 south  These roads intersect at a stoplight at the top of a hill. Most Amherst College buildings are in front of you and on your right; downtown Amherst is on your left.
BY CAR FROM NORTHEAST

Take I-495 south to I-95 south Take I-95 south to I-495 south Take I-495 south to exit 29B (Rte. 2 west) Take Rte. 2 west to Rte. 202 south Take Rte. 202 south to Amherst Rd. in Pelham (turn right) Take Amherst Rd. toward Amherst. (The road changes names to Pelham Rd. and then to Main Street.) In downtown Amherst, turn left on South Pleasant Street. Continue for two blocks to the stoplight at the intersection with Rte. 116. Proceed straight through the light (you’ll now be on Rte. 116 south). Most Amherst College buildings are in front of you and to the left.
